production of a certificate at the time of online examination to the effect that person concerned has limitation to write and that scribe is essential to
write examination on his/her behalf from competent medical authority of a Government healthcare institution as per proforma attached as Appendix
L. Such candidates shall also, upload their certificate while filling the application form.

v. Any unruly behavior/misbehavior in the examination hall may result in cancellation of candidature/ disqualification from this exam and also

from future exams conducted by the Bank.

12.6 Biometric Data - Capturing and Verification :
It has been decided to capture and verify the biometric data (right thumb impression or otherwise) /IRIS Scan and the photograph of the candidates on
the day of the Online Examination.

Please note: The biometric data / IRIS scan and photograph will be captured / verified on the following occasions -
